GET FULLY COVID-19 VACCINATED

» The Government of Grenada has removed the State of
Emergency. Both vaccinated and unvaccinated people
can travel to Grenada by air or sea and will not be
required to get tested on arrival.

» A negative antigen or PCR test and Travel Health
Declaration Form is no longer required prior to or upon
arrival.

» As part of our plan for a safe return to campus life,
COVID-19 vaccinations will be required for all students,
faculty, staff, administrators, vendors, and visitors on
campus. All individuals who are eligible must also
obtain a COVID-19 vaccine booster to their vaccination
in order to gain access to our campus. Review the
student manual for more detail.

» All students must be vaccinated in the country in which
they are residing.

» Keep your COVID-19 vaccination card in a safe place.
Take a photo with your phone as back-up.

Grenada requires passports
to be valid for six months beyond the date of entry.

« If you are travelling to Grenada for the first time, SGU
will cover the customs fees for up to three electronic
devices that you register, for example, your cell phone,
laptop and/or tablet.

« Bring a receipt for any additional devices if you have
one. If you do not have a receipt, the custom fee will be
calculated based on the estimated value of the device.
